The last twelve months have been a very busy time for the golf club. We held
our first Seniors Pro Am in conjunction with a Charity Auction in early May.
After raising $8000, the Club in partnership with the Community Enterprise
Foundation of Bendigo Bank was able to donate $2000 to the Victorian Bush-
fire Appeal and $6000 to the South Coast District Hospital for the purchase of a
defibrillator. Next year the club is hoping to raise $10,000 which will be given
to the hospital.

The club had a successful year from all tournaments and events held. Con-
gratulations to all our members who were winners throughout the year.

Membership and around the club

The club continues to experience growth in membership, which is significant
due to the tough economic crisis and the general trend where clubs are losing
members. This success is due to our innovative membership structure with the
introduction last year of casual player membership, 9-hole membership and the
excellent course preparation work by Michael Bohnsack, Justin Megaw, Shane
Parkes, Wade Sweet and our loyal band of volunteers lead by Warren Francis.
The Committee of Management will continue to examine ways to attract more
members to our club.

Work on the clubhouse renovations is continuing. Members will have noticed
that the Members Lounge has been cleaned out, new ceiling and walls put in
place and painting completed. Once the carpet has been installed we will be
in a position to begin to use the room. However it will be a little while before we
can complete the lounge with adequate furniture and accessories. These pro-
jects will be undertaken as finances allow.

Thank you for your patience in the meantime, with the many functions held in
the clubhouse over the past few months leading up to Christmas. Our func-
tions co-ordinator Jo Smith has done an excellent job in attracting these func-
tions to the golf club and | am sure that you can appreciate the additional reve-
nue that the club can make.

Members will not have to
worry about converting scores to stableford as this will be done via Golf
Link automatically as will the handicaps.
